Dropping off and picking up at Holy Trinity
A number of concerns have been raised by parents, carers and staff in regard to 
children being dropped off and picked up.  The concerns are varied and valid.  Some 
are around the darkness at the end of the day, particularly for collection from clubs at 
16:30.  At this time of year it is dark at that time of the day so we ask that you enter 
the school gate and approach the adults dismissing so that it is clear who children are 
going home with.  When children are called over by an adult from the gate, car or 
over the road it leaves adults concerned about where the child has gone, if they 
haven’t seen them leave.  Another concern is relating to the collection of children by 
adults from other families.  We are more than happy for your children to be collected 
by another adult however if this is a regular occurrence please ensure that the adult 
has filled in the relevant form in the front office so that this adult has been added to 
your childs file as a person available for collection.  If it is a one off please ensure that 
you have informed the class teacher and or the front office so that this message can 
be passed onto the relevant person in preparation for the end of the day.  The final 
concern recently raised has been to do with the cars collecting and dropping children 
off.  If you are driving around the outside of the school please ensure that you are 
very cautious about the speed you are using.  There was one incident recently were a 
child was only just missed in the road by a parent who was driving up the road.  Also, 
if you haven’t already, please speak with your children about road safety.  Thank you 
in advance for your support and understanding of the importance of this issue.

We started by building the 
largest number, we then practised subtracting the 
correct number of ones and tens, before recording 
our calculations in our maths books. 

YEAR 1 H 
In Maths we have been learning to subtract with 2 
digit numbers using our place value mats.
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YEAR 5 
We have been using a range of methods in our 
Maths lessons, looking at key concepts of 
multiplication and learning the skills to be able to 
explain how and why these methods are effective. 
We have been using 'concrete' tools too, physically 
demonstrating how this branch of maths works. 

YEAR 4

Well we do!  
This week in Maths we used arrays, numberlines, 
partitioning and the expanded formal written 
method to demonstrate our understanding! We can 
now explain what factors and products are and we 
have learnt about factor pairs. We are exhausted we 
learnt so much but very 
proud of ourselves as well!!

YEAR 6 
In Geography we have been learning to understand 
how physical geographical features affect human 
activity around the world. We investigated what it 
would be like to live in the countries on the equator, 
where the climate is tropical. 

YEAR 3 
In our Art lessons we have been learning about 
Mola Art. We are using it as inspiration for creating 
our own printed patterns. Below you can see we are 
drawing our own designs ready to transfer onto 
printing boards.   Keep an eye out for the finished 
prints later in the term!
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
